Since it has been brought up: The perceptiahgtipporting human rights for the Palestinian
people is somehow anti-semitic has been addresstehJUAIN its 1982 Business Resolution,
which reads:

"In view of the sensitivities involvéd considering the moral dimensions of the Middle
East crisis, the Board of Trustees reaffirms itgagition to anti-semitism in all its forms, and
recognizes, along with much of the Jewish commutiigt criticism of the policies of the
government of Israel should NOT be equated witltomfused with, anti-semitism."

This needs to be made clear to our Jewish mesnéed friends in the greater community -
which will be part of the task of the local UUJMEapter to do.

We cannot allow misunderstanding and mispeigepto continue while human rights abuses
go unchecked. It takes education.

And that is why | ask for a table at the Fatbi Community Fair. Allow us the opportunity to
engage the conversation.
